3. 1 -5 x images/videos of the artwork. A jpeg image of the artwork required at 300dpi and should be no less than 1MB and no more than 5MB.

4. 1 x Artists profile picture, no less than 1MB and no more than 5MB.

3. Maximum 350 characters including spaces.
